PD 84-3, adding a new, two-track program in Retailing: Fashions & Interiors
and involving the cooperative efforts of the Pepartments of Home Economics
and Marketing, was discussed. It was moved by Dr. Roderick that the proposal
be passed and seconded by Dr. Siman. Motion carried.

A packet of Program proposals from CAST involving minor changes in several
majors was discussed and voted upon. These are:

84-8, Addition of Two courses to Medical Assisting Te chnology. There
was some reservation about the increase in hours, but motion passed.

84-10, Dropping the word "technology" from Dental Hygiene Technology - passed
