v The library which we now have is entirely inadequate. It has insufficient seat-
ing room ior the students to study and also there is not space for the books
~ which we already have. As the librory is the very heart of a collecge, it is
important that we have adequate room to handle our books properly. You will
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recall that at the inspection by the Ohio College Association, our attention was
called to the lack of library facilities, meaning especially our shortage of
books and space. ' I

After a carcful survey, adequate space has becn found on the fourth floor of the e
college building in what is hormally termed the attic. It is my understanding '
that vhen the building wes originally planned, provisiop was made for finishing

off this part of the building. At the present time there is need for only about

half of this space. The cost for finishing the necessary space vwould be appro-

ximately #3,000..

As immediate action is needed it 1s recommended that this matter be submitted

to the Y.M.C.A., Executive Committee.
